Explosive Situation in China

Calls for Clear U.S. Statement

The situatlon In Ching has become so explosiva that United
States pollcy—whatever it {s—appears due for revision or a elear
statement of aims.

Whether the United State Is “Intervening’ or “interfering” in
Chinn's internal nffairs is a subject of controversy. The Chincse
communists and thelr supporters insist that it Is military interven.
tion. United Stales military and diplomatic suthorities contend
that the gole purpose s to facilitate the disarmament of 2,000,000
Japanese troops in China and the deportation of the troops and
anather 2,000,000 Japanese civilians,

EXPLANATION NOT ACCEPTED BY AMERICAN PUBLIC

That explanation Is given to nccount for the presence of United
Stutes marines In North China and the movement of Chungking
government troops northward to the communist-dominated area
by Unlted States airplanes and ships, The explanation ls luo
simple and has not been accepted by the American public as telling
the whole story,

Much confusion has arisen because of confllcting statements
by Amerlcan nuthorities in China and Washington, and by the
communist and Kuomintung factions in China. Recent develop
ments include the following:

Lt. Gen. Albert C, Wedemeyer, U, S. commander in China,
told the press in Washington less than three weeks ago that the
marine strength In China would be bullt up to more than 50,000
by the end of the year, Yesterday he said in Pelping that evecua-
tion of American forces from North China may begin In about a
week. Secretary of Slate James F, Byrnes sald the same thing in
Washington.

WITHDRAWAL FROM CHINA PREVIOUSLY PROMISED

Previously Wedemeyer had sald that it any really serlous
trouble started between the communist and cenirnl government
forces, Americun troops would be withdrawn, He denled emphati-
eally that Ameriean forces had alded the Chinese Natlonallsts in
actual fighting., Nevertheless, American marines have been
wounded in rifle exchanges with the Chinese communists, Iliat
does not belle Wedemeyer's statement, although it shows the
potentin] danger of a grove clash.

The communists have just reported that Nationalist forces be-
low the Great Wall hove opened an attack to break through the
Shanhnikwan Pass into southern Manchuria. The official Central
News Agency reported almost simultaneously from Chungking
that peace negotintions had been resumed,

The communists nlso cited three specific examples of alleged
American intervention, They charged that American forces had
occupled the communist office In Pelping and disarmed and ques-
tioned the personnel, An apology was demanded of Wedemeyer.,

AIRPLANE TURN-OVER REPORT DENIED IN U. 8.

The Nationalist newspaper Ta Kung Pao sald in Chungking that
the 3,000 Americon sirplanes now In China are being turned over
to the central government. A Siate department spokesman in
Washington branded the story as “spurious and untrue." The re-
port followed a previous statgment in Chungking that the United
States would set up n five-year military mission in China to re-
organize and train the central government's armies.

Mennwhile, Secretary Byrnes told a press conference in Wach-
Ington that the movement of the marines In China Is a military
matter, not politieal, He sald the State department had not been
consulted,

If that is =0, there must be two American polleles In China—
one of political and one military. It seems logical to assume that
If they were coordindted and plainly stated, there would be a
better prospect of getting the Chinese factions' together, and less
chanee of a misunderstanding with Russia, whose interest in China
