Chicago, Nov. 30— (UR)— A
member of the American Medi
cnl Assoclation board of trustees
today denounced President Tru-
man's proposed national health
program and the Wagner-Mur-
ray-Dingell bill as tickels to na-
tionnl gocinlism,

Dr. Louls H. Bauer, Hemp-
gtead, N, Y., sald in an article
published by the AMA Journal
that notwithstanding Senator
Waogner's elaim that the bill is
not socialized medicine, it is just
that. It inevitably will lead to
national soclalism."

Differ On Path

“We are all agreed as to the
ultimate alm" In  furthering
medical ecare, but “differences of
opinion arise as to how this alm
i& 1o be achieved," he wrote.

Dr. Bauer referred to an AMA
platform, adopted in 1044,
which ealled for “avallabllity of
medical eare of a high quality
fo every person in the United
States."

Dr. Bauer sald the medienl
profession was “unalterably op-
posed” to the Wagner-Murray-
Dingell hill for the following

It Is inordinately expensive,
involving an 8 per cent pay roll
tax up to §3.600 of income, and
this probably Inadequate.

It sets up nanother federal
burenucracy with a lay board—
the social security board—at its
hend, to decide all medieal mat-
ters,

Third Party Enters

A third party, namely the
government, is brought betwoen
the doctor and the patient, and
the doctar is responsible to that
third party.

A poor type of medical care
s encouraged—quantity without
repgard to quality.

‘“Inefficlency, red tape and
palitical medicine will result if
the bill becomes law," Dr. Bauer
enid.

“There are many who think
that legislators, those engaged
in socipl welfare and other lay-
men enn draw up & complete
program, have Il adopted and
then expect the doctors to make
it work.

“It should be
that, no malter what system is
eventually evolved in this coun-
try for delivering medical care,
the doctor s the one who Is
going to have to deliver it. It
cannot be delivered by a ‘social
uplifter’,”
