IMMEDIATELY following th:f
end of the Labor-Management
Conference here, which was In
session almost four weeks, Presl-
dent Truman sent a message to
Congress, outlining steps which
he believes the government
should take toward ending In-
dustrial strife. Hiz message
touched off a barrage of opposi-
tlon. Apparently all branches of
all labor orgonizations disap-
proved the ideas for legisiation

expressed by the President,
Nevertheless, it seems to me that
Congress, which s, on the

whole, more responsive to totil
publie opinion than # |5 to labor
alone, may very likely pass a
hill embodying President Tri-
man's suggestions,

As this is written, there is
pending before the House a bill
which is in effect a modification
of the Smith-Connally act. This
hill is considered far more res-
trictive, so far as labor ls con-
cerned, than the bill based on
the President's message, The
present effort on the part of the
House leadership seems o be to
get the President's proposal be: |
fore the House first.

THE LABOR-MANAGEMENT
Conference is generally referred
to as having falled. Actually,|
this conference, which was the|
first of its kind ever held, made
some worthwhile, although un:|
spectacular, progress. In the
several weeks of its sesslons, the
few points on which agreement!
tould be reached were discover-|
ed. Furthermore, a list of points|
on which no agreement can he|
reached was determined. This|
erystalization of the \'iewpnintsi
of both Iabor and management|
will undoubtedly be of value in|
the future,

CONSIDERABLE  publieity|
has been given to a statement
which I and 38 other Republi-
can Members of the House of
Hepresentatives signed and re-

leased to the press recently, The ||

interpretation of this statement
by many editorial writers and
radio commentators was not
what we expected, They seemed |
to wview our very clear state-
ment as an indieation of a break |
it the ranks of Republican Mem-
bers, or, as some of them put It
a rift in the Party. We thought
the first paragraph of the state-
ment was fully explanatory. It
rends as follows:

“"Some press and radio com-
ments have attributed to the
Republican Party cerfitin
positions on eurrent contro-
versinl izsues, These comments
are based upon views express-
ed by individual members.
Every member of congress has
a rlght and duty to express
himself with entire freedom,
Such expressions. however, do
not bind his party.”

The statement was read and
approved by party leaders In
the House, and 1 am sure noth-
ing in it could be objected to by
any Republican member.
