SOCIAL SECURITY

Survivors' benefits are pay-
able no matter what age death
occurs, according to a statement
today by Howard J. Nelson,
manager of the Klamath Falls
field office of the Social Secur-
ity board.

It was explained by Mr. Nel-
son that the wife and child of
a living wage earner cannot get
benefits until the worker Is 65
or over and stops work, but sur-
vivors' benefits are available
after death of the worker any-
time, provided he was Insured
at the time of his death.

If the worker leaves no one
immediately eligible for month-
ly benefits a lump-su- death
benefit is payable if a claim Is
filed within two years. The
lump-su- can go to the widow,
widower, child, grandchild or
parent, In the order named.
Other relatives or friends may
be paid reimbursement for bur-
ial expenses if the worker Is
not survived by any such rela-
tive. Nelson stated.
