Government agencies, includ
ing the veterans administration,
will hove priority in acquiring
the tropical-type huts which can
be converted for use in cold cli-
mates,

tion to permit displaced petsons
to return to their homes,

Batavia, Dec. 20—U.f—Brit-
ish troops tightened their con-
trol of Batavia today, taking
over all police stations, the two
main telephone exchanges and
the water supply.

The Indonesian clvillan police
force was disbanded and replac
ed by British and Indian mili-
tary police, Dutch and Indones-
ians,

A rigid 10 p. m. curfew was
established. Not even f{orelgn
correspondents could get special
permits,

Seven Indonesians were killed
when Dutch troops repulsed a
surprize attack on their harracks
in the Krebajoran area, a Brit-
ish announcement sald.

In Buitenzorg, 30 miles south
of Batavia, British troops took
over the power station after
overcoming Indonesian extrem-
ist snipers.

British troops mopping up in
Bandoeng, where heavy house
to-house fighting had been rag
ing, released five European
women and seven children who
had been kidnaped by the
revolutionaries.
