Census Bureau Estimales
145 Million by 1950; Birth
Rate to Jump In 1946,

Washington, Jan, 2 — U —
The nation’s populition Is grow-

Ing Afaster than anticipated,
Right now, it's a litlle better
than 140,000,000, By 1950, the|

Census Bureau estimated today,
it probably will be close to 143,
GO0,000,

Big jump In the birth rate Is
expected in 1846, This, said a
Census Burenu official, is “a
nalural bielogical consequence
of long absence.” He was re
ferring to the fact that n lot of
married soldiers have returned
home aftor months or wyears
abrond. In addition, a lot of sol-
diers have gotien married since
the end of the war.

Estimate Exceeded

The Census Bureau had fig-
ured that in 1045 the population
would repch 149,432,000, In-
stead, 1L passed the 140,000,000
mark In October., The estimnle
for 1046 is 140,818,000, bul the
chances are good it will be
nbove that, At onv rite, the
Census Burean points out that
its figures nre just estimntes.

Despite the war and obsence
of a laot of men In service over-
seas, the blrth rate attained high
levels In 1942, 1043 and 1044,
In ench of those years, nearly
3,000,000 births were recorded,
Denaths ran around 1,500,000 for
cach of those venrs, This didn't
include the number lost in the
war, howover,

On the basis of present esti-
mates, n slight drop in births
will he recorded for 1045, Final
total is expected to be about 2,
750,000 births, compared with
1,500,000 deaths.

The last offleinl eensus was
taken In 1840, It showed that
there were 132,121,000 persons
In the United States, The popula-
tion has grown by approximate-
Iy 8,000,000 since then, In the
next five yoears, the Increase is
expected to be only about 5,000,
000,

Incronse Dwindles

Every L. S, census has shown
a population Inerense, but the
rate of Increase has been slack-
ening for the past century. Be-
cause of the war-time Incrense
in the birth rate, the population
growth probably will be grealer
in the present decnde than in
the previous one, but the Census
Burenu does not expect this
trend to vontinue after 1050,

The Census Burenu finds that
the nontlon’s labor force has been
growing at a more rapid rate
than the population. A major
rensun for this, It was explained,
Is the gradunl “aging” of {he
population, The proportion of
the total population in the adult
ages is steadily inereasing.

In 1040, 83,200,000 persons
were In the available Inbor force.
This constituted 52,7 per cont of
the population of those 14 venrs
old or over. In 1050, It is ex-
pected to be 60,165,000, or 53.0
per cent of all those 14 years old
or oyer.
