Without entering Into the
merits of “boosterism' except to

say that I'm “agin' the Los An-|
geles type, I would like to offer|

these ideas to the sponsors of
the Shastn-Cascade Wonderiand
for what the ideas are worth,

First, the name, Shasta:Cas-
cade Wonderland, Is too long
and unwieldy, 1 would suggest
ingtead, Shasecadia, an easily
pronounced, easily remembered
derivation from the names,
Shasta and Cascade.

Second, the area in question
could be dramatized and more
firmly established in the public
mind by calling it, say, The
Miracle Circle. I have in mind
a cireular area, with a radius
of 100 miles, centered a little
northwest of Weed, Calif. Note
the “rememberability” of the
lump figure, 100, Such an area
would extond from Crater Lake
on the north to Mt. Lassen nnd
the city of Hed Bluff on the
south, and from Alturas on (he
east to Eurcka, Crescent City
Brookings and Gold Beach on
the west, including the beauti
ful coastal strip between Eureka
and Gold Beach,

The “Miracle Cirele" would
include an unmatchable aggrega
fion of scenery, such as Crater
Lake, Mt, Shasta, the redwoods
Lassen National Park, the Ore-
gon Caves, the Trinity Alps,
the Lava Beds, and the Pawmifie
shoreline, While this dips into
the "Redwood Empire," it secems
the overlapping could be amie
ably worked out. Of course,
the center of the
Cirele” could be shifted east.
ward so as to stay pretty well
out of the “"Redwood Empire”
while Including the remainder
of the features mentioned. But
this would be a pity, as nothing
mueh would be gained to the
east while the redwoods and ‘the
Pagific shoreline would be lost
to the west.

A survey of 18 Oregon col-
leges and universities conducted
by the state department of vet-
erans’ affairs showa that single
veterans usually can be housed
nmdequately but married veterans
will have trouble finding llving
facilities,

More To Enroll

Even so, veteran enrollment
for the winter and epring terms
Is expected to be double or even
triple that of the fall term, Ros-
son sald,

Through the survey, It was
Indicated that a single veteran
Is able to “squeeze by" on G.I.
educational subsistence allot-
ments, while the married wvet-
eran in most cases has to supple-
ment his allotment with part-
time employment, However,
congress’ recent action increas-
ing G.I. allotments is expected
to greatly alleviate the condi-
tion, school officials told the
velerans' affairs director,

375 At O. B. C.

A summary of the srvey |
shows that Oregon State College,
Corvallis, had 375 veterans en-
rolled during the fall term and
700 are antlelpated for the win-
ter term. The housing situation
in Corvallis Is classed as “‘des-
perate.””  But approximately 25
federal housing units are being
erected for college-going veter-
ans and their families and more
are expected soon,
