The effect a first-tim- e smoker

of marijuana can expect is sim-
ilar to that of a first-tim- e smok-
er of tobacco nausea and head-
ache. Before the stage of nausea
develops, there may result a few
moments of unrealistic "float-
ing" which is the effect sought
for by the experiened smoker.

The effect of marijuana once
the early symptoms of nausea
and headache are disposed of by
repeated experience is to dis-
tort judgment and repress inhibi-
tion. Under the influence of the
drug the smoker imagines him-
self capable of exploits far be-

yond his actual physical capa-
city. However, a physical lan-
guor which accompanies moder-
ate dosage of the drug serves to
discourage much physical ef-
fort. Experienced smokers, un-

der the influence of a large dose
of the drug, may be moved to
senseless and dangerous activi-
ties akin to the "running amok"
attributed to users of the East
Indian variety of the drug.

Addiction to this drug prob-
ably does not occur. It is used by
curiosity seekers originally, who
after become immunized to its
unpleasant employ it
in "parties"' in common with
others as a supposed sign of
worldliness, sophistication and
boredom with the normal means
and customs of entertainment.

A person who becomes accus-
tomed to this drug does not suf-
fer "withdrawal symptoms"
when the habit is stopped. In-

dividual or secret smoking of
marijuana by a lono person ts
not the rule, although it is the
rule in the case of opium deri-
vatives. "Cure" of marijuana
"addiction" is no great problem.
It i9 unlikely that any

young individual would
have great difficulty in avoiding
the menace of marijuana. But
neurotic, impressionable, weak-wille- d

persons are susceptible to
the marijuana environment as
tiny would be to other abnormal
practices.

Despite the fact that no young-
ster ever actually gets addicted
to the drug, it is the cause of con-

siderable trouble and every pos-
sible effort should be made to
suppress the menace.

Cocaine, likewise, claims very
few persons as addicts, Cocaine
gives the experienced user a
"lift" somewhat similar to that
of marijuana, but when the drug

Morphine and other deriva-
tives of opium are in a class by
themselves in causing addiction.
The addition is real and too of-

ten permanent. When a mor-

phine addict is deprived of the
drug he may die from the ef-

fects of the withdrawal. .At best
he goes through mental and phys-
ical torture of extreme degree
in the process. There can be no
question that addiction to mor-

phine is a far different thing
than addiction to alcohol.

"Cure" of morphine addiction
too often merely means the pro-
cess of reducing a victim's re-

quirements to a dosage he can
find means to pay for. The high
cost of the "diluted" morphine
available in the illegal market;
leads the victim to thievery for
the sole purpose of buying the
drug. Nothing else in the world
really matters to the morphine
victim except his morphine. He
lives from dose to dose.

Many sedative drugs, listed as
" such as the bar-

biturates, owe their attractive-
ness to the calming influence
they exert on emotional distur-
bances. As pain-killer- s they are
worthless. "Cure" of this type of
addiction is entirely possible.
Perhaps tho most wanton misuse
of these drugs is involved in the
habit of taking them for the pur-
pose of inducing sleep. This is a

senseless, health-wreckin- g habit
indulged in by thousands of un-

thinking people.
