Frankfurt, Germuny, Mar, 21
—UR) — It has ta k ¢ n western
Germany nearly five years to
recover from the shell shock of
military disaster and to begin to
challenge occupying forces with
words and occasional veolence.

It was in May, 1045, that Hit-
ler's third relch collapsed under
altack of the allies in the west
and the Russians in the east.
The German of five years ago
was punch drunk with disaster
and disiress,

In the weeks after the war
ended, cocky G1's commandecred
camheras, motoreveles and other
Inat which suited their fancles.
The phrase was that they were
“liberating”" these articles,

No GI or Amerlcan civilian
would dare do sueh a thing to-
day.

Didn't Last Long

The practice, in fact, did not
last long beyond the end of the
war, Bul now the situation is
more than corrected. 1t is be-
ginning to he reversed.

There s scattered evidence
here that many Germans are
sulficiently fed up with oetups-
tion to attempl occasionally lo
do something about it Liquor
oflen is a contributing cause.

The most powerful brake
pgainst German resentment of
the American occupation no
doubt is the Russinn threat to
ihe cast. At the worst the Amer-

icans, British and French
western Germany nre preferable
tp the police state which the So-
viet unlon hopes to extend u\'ur‘

the entire country.

There is little or no open re-
sentment in the occupied sectors
of Berlin where free Germans
