Capfain Assumes
Full Responsibility
On Three Charges

Court Martial Drops
Original Counts

Norfolk, Va, Mar. 30— R—
Capt. W. D, Brown, former skip-
per of the battleship Missourl,
pleaded guilty today at a navy
court martial to charges that he
was responsible for grounding
the ship in Hamplon Roads Janu-
ary 17.

The eourt martinl agreed to
drop three counts originally
charged against Brown, who wag
skippering the Missourl when it
grounded during its first cruise
under his eommand

To each of three charges and
four specifications Brown ans-
woered guilty,”

“T trust that by my pleas of
today and by my statement of a
month aga, which became a mat-
ler of publie record, my position
has been made unmistakably
cloar. T am not concerned with
the legal technicalities of my
position. T recognize that T was
respongible for the safe naviga-
tion' of the ship. My orders put
the ship aground. Therefora,
any culpabliity involved in the
grounding is mine. That is my
position "
