In 1948, came one, observing
the 100th anniversary of the
coming of Swedish pioneers to
the middle west. President Tru-
man turned this down. He told
congress this was one of the
most praise-worth- y ideas he had
ever seen, but that there was a
limit to the number of stamps
the government could turn out.

Mr. Truman apparently had
forgotten 1948 was election year.
On his whistle-sto-p campaign a
scheduled stop was at a mid-
west celebration of the 100th an-

niversary of the coming of Swed-
ish pioneers to the middle west.

Mr. Truman, however, was
equal to this emergency. Accord-
ing to one reliable source, he
telephoned the post office and
said he knew just the stamp that
ought to be next on the list. It
came out shortly thereafter and
