Making Comeback

Writer Discovers

Washington U.R) About four
years ago, Archi Robertson de-

cided there wag something more
important he had to do than
work for tha federal govern-
ment.

Aa ha reasoned it out, the task
appeared to shape up as an ex-

haustive search into the roots of
American religion. Among tha
things ha wanted learn for him
self were wnere aid mis religion
stem from, what forms did it
take, and whar is It now
headed?

Robertson ap p r 0 a c h e d the
question not as a religious fana-
tic. The son and grandson of
leaders In the Baptist church, he
had no particular religious com-

pulsion beyond the natural
curiosity 01 a newspaperman.

In 1948, Robertson was en'
gaged on a special assignment
for the late Edward R. Stettinltis,
then secretary of state. He gave
up the job to make the first part
of a 10,000-mil-e journey to all
sections of the country to Inquire
into all forms of religion, past
and present.

The results of his travels and
miestioninss are to be found in
"That e Religion," Just
published by Houghton Mitflln.

Robertson, who visited almost
every kind of religious group in
the country, has concluded that
the "old-tim- e religion" is on the
upsurge. It is no longer the dog-
matic, kind of
religion but a more personal
relationship between the wor-

shipper and the things he
in.

"The fact that gome Americans
chew gum during divine service
may be deplorable but is surely
not too Important in the sight of
God," he writes.

To get his material, Robertson
investigated not only the large
sects but the special cults. He
found that the snake people
would use a water moccasin for
their rites If t h e rattlesnakes
were hibernating.

He found a or-

dained minister on the West
Coast who could perform mar-

riage. He found some hypocrisy

with no rebound!
