The article
states with ref
erence to foot-
ballur. tiradv and other

scholastic "sports" that one out
ot ten participants is destined to
"get hurt" before the end of the
year such "hurts" consisting in
part of broken bones, broken
skulls, ruptured kidneys and
other injuries calculated to sat-
isfy the desire of the
for action.

Whether or not such dangerous
"sports" are essential to the de-

velopment of the sterling char-
acter and health of our youths I
leave to you to decide, as I have
no need here to force my own
opinion on you. One famous uni-
versity, at least, decided some
time ago that intercollegiate foot-
ball had nothing whatever to do
with the matter of higher educa-
tion except to interfere with it

and abolished the practice of
competing in these events.

With reference to health, it is
my opinion that dangerous sports
do not and cannot possibly ex-
cel in health-buildin- g values
milder and safer activities. The
expert "footballer" is no more re-

sistant to the development of va-
rious diseases than is the swim-
mer, the tennis-playe- r or the
hand-bal- l player. And all of these
are greater insurance risks life
insurance, that is than the se
dentary clerk who ducks strenu
ous activities of all kinds.

Getting back to the article
the thing that caught my eye
particularly was a statement to
tne eilect that dozens of ath-
letes survive danger on the foot-
ball field only to die of pneu-
monia as a result of taking a
shower after the game and walk
ing into a chill climate with
tneir hair wet,,'

This statement is attributed to
the secretary of an

athletic association obvious
ly a layman. As a physician I
orand the statement a lot of ma'
larkey. It is possible that some
one could die of pneumonia after
walking around in the cold with
wet hair he might also die after
walking around the campus
wearing a blonde on one arm.
One has about as much to do
with pneumonia as the other,

The old hokum refuses to be
downed. The quaint notion that
pneumonia is caused by expos-
ure or chilling of a part of the
ooay or tne entire nody per
sists. Pneumonia is caused by an
iniecuon not tjy cold, fcvery
one who ever got pneumonia can
recall, of course, when he stops
to think about It, that he was
expose d or chilled, or

"caught in a draft."
The everyday, common experi-

ences of hunters, explorers,
woodsmen and others addicted to
the great should be suf
ficient to dispose of this notion.
But no. There are always those
who prefer to ignore the scien
tific facts of immunoloev and in
fection who blithely s the
results of medical research and
explain things to their own
home-spu- n satisfaction.

Consider this: There has re
cently been devised a method of
treatment preceding amputation
of an extremity, in which the
member is packed in ice- for days
on end. imagine a person in such
desperate straits that he requires
an amputation, snouid not such
a miserable and sick person

nncumnnin from lh chill
ing? If the athlete gets pneumo
nia irom cooling or wet hair, why
shouldn't the victim of a circu-
latory obstruction causing gan-
grene in an extremity get pneu- -

And TV Forecast

In Fight To Live

New York (U.R Hal Fimberg
a top movie writer, predicts that
the movie industry will take
over" television within five
years.

"It must happen," he said, "if
the film industry is to survive.
Already, television has sounded
the death knell of the neighbor-
hood theater."

Fimberg is here preparing
three television shows. He in-

sisted that the conventional
movies are not here to stay.

"On the other hand." he said
"I don't think television has a
good chance to progress without
the aid of the movie industry.
They need each other, desperate
ly, ana l can t see now tney can
help being merged.

Fimberg, who wrote for sev
eral of the Marx Brothers. Ab
bott and Costello and Frank
Morean movies, said the Holly-
wood of today "is on its last
legs."

He said the movie business is
in a slump, because, among other
reasons. It: (1) had lost its for-
eign market; (2) failed to main-
tain quality standards: (3) lost
a big audience to television, and
(4) was being hurt by high box
office prices.

"When television is median
cally able to function on a coast-to-coa-

basis, the movie indus-
try as such will fold," he said.
"However, when television gets
that far. which should be easily
within the next five years, it
will need Hollywood.

"Television shows are far from
adequate today, from a quality
point of view. It will have to
turn to Hollywood for its acting
talent, it writers, its technicians
and its directors. As a matter of
fact. I think it's very likely that
the television industry will move
from New York to Hollywood.
Radio On Way

He predicted that the radio
had but a short life to live, just
as the movie house is fast losing
its attraction.

"Daytime radio with its soap
operas and newscasts, may live
for awhile." Fimberg said. "But
night time radio never will be
able to compete with television.
As for the movie house, I can't
see how it can compete either."
