Natural Rubber Bans
Ended by Government

Washington (U.R) The
government announced Saturday
that controls on natural rubber,
in effect for 11 years, will be
lifted Monday because supplies
of both natural and synthetic
are ample for all civilian and
military purposes.

Henry H. Fowler, administra-
tor of the National Production
authority, said all restrictions
on natural rubber will cease
with the exception of pale and
sole crepes which ere still
scarce.

They said the order will pro-
vide "relatively free competi-
tion" between natural and syn-
thetic rubber In the United
States.

The blossom generally is sim-
ilar in shape to a calla lily. The
stamen is especially large and
is white. It is said to be edible
and similar in taste to bread
fruit.

blossom is deep rust in col
