a vietim of iatrogenie heart dis-
ense vou know, If you're a
regular reader of this column,
that is heart trouble engendered
by the doctor.

If the doctor told the man he
{the doctor) detected a “'mur-
mur’ when he listened (o the
heart, and gnve no opinlon nx to
the significonce or  insignifi-
cance of the “"murmur,” 1'd ad-
visa the man to have no further
truck with the charlatan

Ta say a person has a “mur
mur’—a humming or blowing
sound heard in addition to or In
place of one of the normal heart
solnds—is not a disgnosis. In
effect it s Just a way to evade
responsibility to the patient or
the patient's family

I hope every victim of this
wretched trick will take this
statement of mine to the doctor
whao =old him the “murmur’ and
ask him to explain himself. 1f
not that, then 1 hope the victim
will lght his lantern and go out
and search for an honest doctor

The doctor who tells & pa-
tient the patlent has a “mur-
mur' and doesn’t tell the patient
what it means I8 on the same
low level ag the doctor who dis-
misses n putient with assuranece
that the [llinexz or indisposition
is "just a cold."

It is ensy for me to say that
the doctor should be honest
enough to say: “I don’t know yet
what your trouble is, I'll have to
study your case or observe de-
velopments In order to make a
diagnosis.”
