Figures Not Released

The big publishers don't re-
Ipase the flgures on thelr yearly
sales of Bibles. The religious
editor of one big house said that
“gales have been going up in al-
most a straight line since 1047."
One of the largest publishers of
Bibles said it did the best busi-
ness in history last year; i1s sales
rose 20 per cent in 1851 over

It distrib-
utes whole Bibles, testaments,
and single biooks of the Bible at
cost of production, the prepon-
derance of its sales being the
small portions of Bibles, Its total
U.S. distribution in 1940 was
