Washington — (UP) — A com-
mittee of cattlemen has urged
the Senate to “lake prompt ac-
tion" on a House-approved meas-
ure to set up & $10,000,000 foot-
and-mouth disease laboratory in
this country.

The cattlemen, members of
the Agriculture Department’s in-
dustry sdvisory committee on
the disense, warned the Senate
of the "genernlly threatening
picture” of the deadly livestock
discase “the world over."
