Dr. Brady
fered from chilblains, so he be-

gan wearing perforated shoes
(whatever that means) and light
weight overshoes which kept his
feet just as warm but eliminated
excessive sweating. ‘While he
can’t go out in cold weather
and stand around and " keep
warm in summer footwear, his
feet no longer get cold when
he is walking and he hasn’'t had
chilblains now for a number of
years.

Dampness, from sweating, is
the chief factor of chilblains.
Dampness from getting the
feet wet in slush or water has
the same effect. Dampness in
the foot coverings impairs insu-
lation, makes the foot coverings
better heat conductors so the
feet get cold enough-to become
swollen and inflamed (blain.)

A great many misguided peo-
ple make the same mistake the
reader made — they wear ex-
cessive foot covering, just as
they wear too much clothing in
the winter because .it is winter,
not because they need it for
comfort. Don't cluck at me, you
old mollycoddle — but never
mind now, I'll tell you more
about that another day.

If you have cold feet, and es-
pecially if you are subject to
chilblains you should wear loose,
coarsely or loosely knitted wool
or anyway such stocking féet:
thick cork insoles;: and shoes a
half or a full size larger than
you have been wearing, to per-
mit movement of the toes.
Avoid ‘tight socks, shoes or
garters around the leg.
Several ‘times a“ day lie on
the back with legs lifted to ver-
ticle and ride an imaginary
bicycle upside down for a min-
ute.

PREVENTION. OF CHILBLAIN

To control excessive sweating
of the feet treat the shoes with
a formaldehyde bath once in
two weeks—that is, pour into
each shoe enough formaldehyde
solution to wet the entire in-
sole, and immediately pour the
solution from the first shoe into
the second for the same: treat-
ment, and so on till you have
treated all of your shoes except
the shoes you must wear today
or tomorrow,

After the bath set the shoes
to dry for 48 hours or more, pre-
ferably out in the sunlight.

To prepare the formaldehyde
solution for this' purpose put
about a fluidounce (2 fable-
spoonsful) of standard 3712 per
cent Liquor Formaldehyde, USP.
(Strong stuff, keep it off your
hands), in a half pint (8 oz.) bot-
tle and {ill the bottle up with
water.
