Poles Are News . ..

Farm: Editor Marion Teal of
the Corvallis Gazette-Times re-
ports that a multi-use, pole-
frame barn, built also a serve
as a self-feeding ground-surface
silo, has reduced labor charges
by $100 per month. This came
as an early practical result of
Oregon State College farm-build-
ing research under the direction
of Joe B. Johnson, head, and
L. W. Bonnicksen, engineer, of
the agricultural building school.

Building costs for their 70 by
24-foot barn, with roof rising to
20-foot peak, are pegged at
around $3,500. Duplicating the
job, a farmer using his own labor
might" bring the cost down fto
$2,500.

The sel.Meeder silo holds 300
fons, tractor-packed on the con-
crete floor of the structure’s cen-
tral section.

When I visited the experiment
in October baled hay was stacked
high on the silage. A feed-rack
21 feet wide, with 12 feeding
spaces, was taking care of 60
Holsteins—all contented cows,
even on a chilly, drizzly day. A
loafing shed had been added.

New materials and methods
of wood preservation, and the
expansion of wood treating
plants are meeting this problem
in the most populous part of the
country. Treated wood lasts
up to four times as long at the
ground line as unfreated wood.
The Surface Silo . ..

The Oregon State College style
of surface silo as a combination
for hay storage and with self-
feeding at each end—one for
silage, one for hay—is the sub-
ject of another West Coast Lum-
bermen’s Association publica-
tion. It is a drastic adaptation

developed through the years at
the State College of Washing-
ton, Pullman. :

The vital element of effective-
ness in the surface silo is the
stuff that is packed into if,

Says Farm Editor Teal, “It is
important in this silo, as in any
other type, to use some kind of
material—beet pulp, ground corn
cobs, or whatever is recommend-
ed and available in any area—
to absorb silage juices, so that
valuable food nutrients will not
beevasted in liquids which drain
away.”
