But there is no official con-
spiracy to do away with the old
covered bridges; they’'re the vic-
tims of modern traffic.

An unidentified couple re-
cently wrote-to Gov. Frank J.
Lausche saying they were wor-
ried about rumors that a move
was under way to tear down the
140 covered bridges in Ohio.

The governor said there was
no program to tear down the
bridges, and that there still were
327%2 bridges, not 140. The one-
half of that total is the result
of one bridge being on the Ohio-
Indiana boundary,
state owning half.

The bridges are gradually dis-
appearing because some of them
are too old and too small for
modern traffic. There are only
16 such bridges on the state
highway system. The others are
scattered here and there on
county roads.

Some of the bridges were so
skilfully put together by early
settlers that they could not be
torn apart and had to be
burned.
