- Tomato consumption in 1953
was enough to provide each
man, , woman - and child ia the
United ..States with "53 pounds
of ., the' vegetable, .according to
an analysis of government sta-
tistics by; the American Can Co.
This average included about 40
pounds 'of canned ' tomatoes and
a little - more than 13' pounds
straight off the vine. .

Corn is second in "
national

preference. The average Ameri-
can in 1953 consumed 13 pounds
of canned corn and 10 pounds
