Fort Richardson, Alaska (U.R)

Within the icy ring of the
Arctic Circle, where a white
man freezes to death in his own
sweat, Eskimo Scouts in musk-ra- t

parkas are on guard 24
c hours a day against any threat-
ening sign from Soviet soldiers
across the Bering Strait.

One of the most colorful mili-
tary outfits in the world, the
Eskimo Scout crest is a blue
thunderbird on a silver shield
and their motto is "Yun Yek"
On Guard.' '

These are the natives of the
Northland who slay the polar
bear, hunt seals and walrus for
food and trap mink, ermine and
wolverine.

They are as sturdy and imper-
vious to cold as the malamutes
that pull their sleds and they
can follow an invisible trail for
100 miles across trackless ice as
easily as a stateside American
can follow Route. 66 in his auto-
mobile.

Here at Fort Richardson, a
few miles from Anchorage, a
handful of earnest young GI's,
most of them sergeants, have the
duty of schooling the young
eskimos to be the non-com- s of
the Eskimo Scouts.

Head of this group is 1st Lt.
A. B. Bruck, operations and
training officer for the Scouts,
who was born in Germany,
raised in Beverly Hills, Calif.,
and now calls Juneau his perma-
nent home.

Bruck explained that the Es-
kimo Scouts are composed of
two battalions, about 1200 men
in all, one covering the northern
territory bordering on the Arctic
ocean and the other assigned
to the west along the coast of
the Bering Strait some 70 miles
from Russia's Chukotski Penin-
sula.

The scout units are scattered
among the native villages. Some
may have only one squad, others

,may be as large as a platoon.
Thus a series of village units
forms a rough semicircle around
the "critical" coasts of Alaska,
