The problem of caring for the

aged world war veterans, whose
ranks are increasing with the
years, has awakened the Veter
ans Administration to a full
scale study.

A report on this study has
come to the desk of Manager
Ricker, showing "nearly 10 per
cent of the VA's average daily
hospital patient load consists of
patients 65 or over, and in VA's
domiciliaries, or homes the pro-
portion is much higher nearly
31 per cent.
