Atom Device Strike
Enters Third Day

Albuquerque, N. M. —(UR—
A strike of 2500 AFL craft un-
ion workers against the Sandia
Corporation atomic device plant
here went into its third day with

no indication that union and com-
pany representatives were even
ready to talk about the wage and
contract benefits dispute.

John Dietz of Washington, rep-
resenting the Atomic Energy
management - labor relations
panel, conferred separately with
union and company officials
Wednesday. But nothing was
announced, and neither side gave
any hint that a meeting was
agreed upon.

The 10 craft unions involved
apparently are determined upon
a “long haul” strike, if neces-
sary, to gain a 14-cent hourly
wage increase, more sick leave
and a better pension plan, and a
tighter union shop. The com-
pany, on the other hand, wants
to cut the present 24-day paid
vacation in half, with a four and
one-half per cent hike in vaca-

tion pay. .

Negofiations Resumed
Guaranteed Wage

Detroit —{U.R)— The CIO Unit-
ed Auto Workers resumed nego-

tiations with Ford and General
Motors today with a promise
that CIO President Walter Reu-
ther will enter the talks person-
ally “very soon.”

The unien is negotiating with
the two auto companies for new
contracts to replace five-year
pacts which expire May 29 and
June 1. The guaranteed annual
wage is the central issue in the
negotiations.

Reuther announced he would
participate in the talks in a
speech before the CIO United
Paperworkers Union yesterday.
He also used the occasion fo an-
swer an attack on the ASAS's
annual wage plan by Charles R.
Slight, Jr., executive committee
chairman of the National As-
sociation of Manufacturers.

Two Women Slain
In West Virginia;
Police Lack Clues

Clarksburg, W. Va. — (UP) —
Police attempted today to piece
together meager clues to the
slaying of a prominent west Vir-
ginia dentist's wife and her part-
time maid.

Clarksburg Police Chief M. F.
Jordan, heading an investigation
by city, county and state police,
said no arrests have been made
and admitted the case was “a
tough one.”

Bodies Found by Boy

The bodies of Mrs. Carl Laugh-
lin, 44, wife of a wealthy mem-
ber of the West Virginia Dental
Examining board, and Mrs. Cora
Bland, 31, were found lying in a
pool of blood in the living room
of the fashionable Laughlin
home when Mark Laughlin, T,
came home for lunch Wednes-
day.

Both women had been shot
through the head and Mrs.
Laughlin had been beaten about
the face and head, Mrs, Bland’s
arms and legs were bound with
what appeared to be Venetian
blind cord, and her mouth was
sealed with a three-inch piece of
adhesive tape.

Jordan said Mrs. Laughlin
may have been hit in the face
with a fist but ‘“some kind of
instrument” apparently was
used to cause wounds on her
hand and ear. -

Authorities sought two strange
men neighbors reported seeing
go up the front walk of the pala-
tial home and leave shortly af-
terward, about the time the mur-
ders occurred.

No gunshots were heard, but
Jordan said a pillow found on
Mrs. Laughlin’s face was used to
muffle the sound of the murder
