Often at a party, - guests en-

thuse most about a cheese spread
that is served in a small Edam
cheese. For large parties, the hos-
tess is likely to have several of
these on. tap . . . perhaps along

A delightful vegetable change,
so easily accomplished. Uses two
cups cooked spinch. If spinach is
left over, warm and put through
a sieve. Add two tablespoons
minced onion, one-ha- lf teaspoon
salt, one-quart- teaspoon pep-
per, one slightly beaten egg and
one-ha- lf cup milk.

than direct taxation upon real and personal property in its juris-
diction during the ensuing year, and an estimate of the probable
unapportioned and unexpended balance in. the various funds as of
the last day of the fiscal year.

We further certify that the estimate of expenses of the various
institutions of the County, of the amount required for public
enterprises, roads, bridges, etc., and all other expenses of the
County as therein set out is just and based upon a careful study of
the expenses of the County during the past three and one-ha- lf

years, and a thorough examination of its probable needs during the
year for which such estimate is made. That each and every item
herein is believed to be necessary for the proper transaction of
the business of the County, the protection of its property and in-

terests and for the public welfare. That every expense estimated
is in accordance with the law, and is a legitimate charge against
the County.
