HOW’'S YOUR SACRO-ILIAC?

Nearly 50 years ago Dr. Joel
Goldthwait published the first
description of strain of the sac-
ro-iliac joint. (JAMA, 8-31-07).
Until Dr. Goldthwait illuminated
the subject the medical profes-
sion had regarded the joint or
junction between the sacrum or
keystone at the base of the spine
and the ilium or flank of the
hip bone on either side as fixed
and immovable and therefore not
subject to strain, sprain. relaxa-
tion or partial dislocation (sub-

“In such cases
replacement must be tried by
hyperextension of the spine.
The patient lies with chest and
shoulders on one table, thighs
and legs on another, face

downward, thus allowing the
body to hang, tending to pull
the sacrum forward on the
ilium.”
