THE THRESHOLD OF PAIN

If I could stand it I might
thumb through the files of back

lect a substantial batch of pieces
describing my bursitis, ivy
poisoning, impacted Colles' frac-
ture, diverticulosis, and whatnot
—all of which were, needless to
say, pretty serious,

You see, I am endowed with
such a delicate inhibitory me-
chanism that the very thought
that something is going to hurt
releases cerebral control and
automatically I begin to make
noises such as ouch, take it easy
and bloody murder. In politer
words, my threshold of pain is
scarcely noticeable.

Threshold in this physiological
sense means the point at which
an effect begins t6 be produced;
or say the concentration or load
of sugar in the blood at which
sugar begins to escape th{ough
the kidneys into the urine; or
the point at which stimulation of
nerve or nerve center begins to
produce response.

A physician can't exclude dia-
betes merely because a test of
the urine shows no sugar. A test
of the individual's carbohydrate
(sugar and/or starch) tolerance
is necessary too: that is, deter-
mination of the maximum
amount of carbohydrate the pa-
tient can take without escape of
sugar in the urine. This applies
particularly to potential diabe-
tics, persons who have inherited
a tendency and those who are
eating and drinking their way
to diabetes.

! Whether you are just ordinar-
ily sensitive, oversensitive or in-
sensitive to pain may or may
not depend on inheritance and
training. That's a good question

to debate.

It is my belief that the state
of calcium metabolism has a
good deal to do with the thresh-
held of pain. In the first place,
one of the physiological fune-
tions of calcium is to regulate
excitability of nerve fibres and
nerve centres—or in more famil-
iar language, “steady the nerves”
In medical practice an injection
of calcium into a vein is one of
the most effective emergency
measures for the relief of severe

Rats Use Method Much Like Radar

Berkeley, Calif. — WP
Rats can be as blind as bats, but
both can find their way around
in total darkness by a method
similar to radar.

Three psychologists at the Un-
iversity of California have ob-
tained the first positive evidence
that rats, like bats, can produce
ultrasonic cries and can hear
sounds too high for humans to
distinguish. The scientists, car-
rying research a step further,
showed that rats yse the ability
to get around in the dark.

The utrasonic noises boynce
back to the animals off solid

scientists used blind rats in their
experiments, teaching the ani-
mals to find their way through
a maze to a feed box.

The three psychologists next
plan to test other animals to
learn ju.st how common “animal
radar™ Drs. Donald A. Riley,
Mark R Hozenzwe:g and David
Krech will report their findings
in a forthcoming issue of a tech-
nical journal.
