THE TRUTH ABOUT
SUGAR AND THE TEETH

From 2ll the scientific evi-
dence I have studied, I infer that
the use of a reasonable amount
of sugar in the diet and the pres-
ence of particles of sugar in the
mouth, on the teeth, between the
teeth or in the spaces between
the gums and the teeth is not a
cause of decay of the teeth.

At the same time I believe the
excessive consumption of sugar
in America, especially by grow-
ing children is the chief cause
of malnutrition that is becoming
increasingly evident in many
parts of the country.

Malnutrition doesn’t necessar-
ily mean famished or starved.
Nor that the victim doesn’t have
enough to eat. Indeed most vie-
tims of malnutrition eat too
much, too much refined food.
Thus millions of well-to-do per-
sons with Yankee beriberi habit-

Los Angeles— (U.RP:—The Air
Pollution Control Distriet Sat-
urday warned residents that an-
other smog alert may be sound-
ed because weather conditions
were like Friday when the heav-
iest smog reading in 18 months
was recorded.

Burning in the entire country
was curtailed durig a two-hour
smog alert, although smog read-
ingd in downtown Los Angeles
and nearby Pasadena were con-
sidered moderate.
