VARICOSE VEINS

When veins anyvwhere in the
body are swollen, dilated or en-
larged they are called varicose
veins.

utes when vou get off vour stool
chair or away from the table,
bench or counter and get wyour
heels up higher than vou head,
in one way or another. Prefer-
ably standing on your head, high
kicking, lying on your shoulders
and riding an imaginary bicycle
upside down, doing forward
rolls or, if you are feeble, just
lying on your back with your
feet on the mantel. If there's no
mantel within reach prop 'em on
the nearest desk, counter, chair,
table or whatnot. Only so you
keep 'em elevated for at least
three minutes.

Better than any of these ways
of taking a load off your tired
veins (the weight of a tail col-
umn of blood which is no longer
supported by the valves in the
veins) is a brisk walk around

stroll nor a saunter.

Varicose veins in the spermatie
cord constitute what is called
varicocele. Varicose veins inside
or outside the rectal orifice con-
stitute what is called hemor-
rhoids (piles). Everything said
above about posture and exer-
cise applies to these conditions
as well as to dilated veins in the
legs.

The great doctors of yester-
year philosophized about the
state of the “vital rubber”—the
elasticity of blood wvessels. For
instance Dr. Osler said, in his
famous Practice, that the onset
of arteriosclerosis (hardening of
the arteries) depends primarily
upon the quality of the arterial
tissue (vital rubber) which the
