Further investigations showed
that Driscoll and Kline were to-
gether the night of the murder,
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police said. Officers said the
two men also freguented riding
stables in the area and were
well acquainted with Robinson's
woods, where the bodies were
found.

Driscoll told friends in Chica-
go he was “going to blow town
and head for Florida for the
winter,” police said. Instead, he
and Kline drove to Ladysmith in
Kline's 1847 Oldsmobile.

Eye witnesses have reported
they saw a battered car of sim-
ilar vintage in the area where
the boys' bodies were found.

Driscoll told Sybers he came
to Ladysmith to wvisit with his
grandmother, The two men had
worked for a Ladysmith farmer
for “several days,” they said,
and then moved into the vacant
house.
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
