Salem — (Jp) —The govern-
ing body, or county court, may
adopt subdivision regulations
governing laying out of blocks,
streets and alleys —including
width and location of streets—
without prior authorization by
voters of the county, Attorney
General Robert Y. Thornton rul-
ed today.

He gave his opinion in re-
sponse to a question by Marion |
coumtly District Attorney Ken-
netti” . Brown.

Building codes may likewise
be enacted by the county court
without such prior authorization, |
he said.

However, if a favorable vote
of the people has been made on
the guestion of the enactment of
zoning and land use regulations
by the county court, the powers
of the county court in adopting
subdivision regulations would be
broadened to permil including
requirements to provide for ade-
quate water supply, sewage and
drainage, recreation an& other
guch needs.

Riter told 3000 top industrial-
ists from all over the nation that
the union merger was a threat
to the basfip American concept
of “individual freedom and in-
digdual responsibility.”
