Humor Prelerred

With Dash of Sex
Carbondale, 111. U.R) Col-

lege students and maybe others
prefer their humor with a

dash of sex, according to a study
made by Leslie F. Malpass of
Southern Illinois University's
psychology department. m

Malpass tested students' pre
ference in jokes and cartoons to
find out what people laugh at
and why. He also wanted to
know what effect, if any, sur
roundings had on those who
listened to jokes or looked at
cartoons.

Malpass classified jokes and
cartoons as sexual, aggressive
and whimsical. Then he showed
the humor to the students in
groups of 30 or more, in groups
of six or seven and alone. The
students rated the humor as
"the funniest ever seen" to "the
poorest example of cartoon."

The psychologist found the
students prefer "sex-oriente-

jokes over whimsical humor or
aggression-typ- e jokes that are
based on attack against a person
or other object.

Malpass also found people
laugh at jokes most readily in
a large group, less when alone
and the least when in a small
gathering. He suspects "fear of
being noticed" holds down reac-
tion to jokes in small groups.

Portland ttJ.R) Construc-

tion of Pelton dam on the Des-

chutes river is scheduled to get
under way next "spring.

That was announced by Ralph
Millsap, Portland General Elec-
tric t, in the wake
of a Saturday vote by Warm
Springs Indians. The Indians
voted 5 to 1 to accept company
approval for rental of the dam
site.

Millsap said the vote cleared
the way for preliminary con-

struction to start "very soon."
Major construction will start in
the early spring, he said.

The Indians voted 295 to 54 in
favor of an $84,000 annual rent-
al of the Pelton site and a maxi-
mum annual rental of S166.000
for the proposed Round Butte
dam site.

So far, PGE has permission
from the Federal Power com-
mission for Pelton dam only.
One bank of both dams is on
tribal land and the other on pub-
lic domain. .

The Pelton project, first pro-
moted in 1947, would produce
about 100,000 kilowatts of pow-
er at a cost of $25,000,000.
