That Many Criminals
Are Criminals for Life?

The other day I saw in the
paper that the California Su- -

r-- "" Toin-- t had upheld the
ITSSH death sentence

of a John Rich-

ard Jensen, 29,
for his aimless
kidnaping and
shooting of a
Marine ser
geant. That
there was
something
very wrong
Jensen was

snown by the fact that at the
age of 14, he killed a playmate.
It seemed obvious then that he
was a sort of human mad dog
who would always be dangerous
to his fellows.

Because he was young, and no
one wanted to hang him or send
him to a gas chamber, it appears
that he spent several years in
state mental institutions where
he did not belong and where he
probably behaved normally
enough. According to ordinary
standards he was sane, and the
State hospital was no place for
him. Because mental institutions
are not built and equipped to hold
dangerous and clever criminals,
on three occasions the man es-

caped. Finally, when (according
to the papers) he was "on leave"
from one of the State hospitals,
he shot the Marine. The chances
are that at the time he was parol-
ed from the hospital it was be-
cause an old building, original-
ly designed to hold perhaps 300
persons, was housing twice the
number.
Today's Idea io Punish

It should long have been ob
vious to everyone that some day
our whole penal system will
be and a little sense
put into our attitude toward the
person who, all his days, will be
a criminal because he was not
made to fit into the society about
him. Today, as I understand it.
our idea is to punish and, as Gil-
bert and Sullivan said, to see to
it that the "punishment fits the
crime." If a man who has never
worked but all his life has been
a burglar or stick-u- p man steals
$10 he is supposed to go to jail
for a few weeks, while if he
steels $10,000 he may go to jail
for five years. This is silly.
