Japan Wind Storm

Tokyo (U.R) A violent win-
ter wind storm ripped across
Northern Japan today after rak-
ing the eastern seaboard and at
least seven fishing ships and a
freighter were sunk or missing.

Kyodo News Service reported
four Japanese dead, including
one victim who froze to death in
savage winds and bitter cold. At
least 35 persons were missing, 33
of them at sea.

U.S. Air Force search planes,
a U.S. Navy destroyer and Jap-
anese Coast Guard vessels
plow"ed through mountainous
waves and wind-swep- t skies
hunting the icy Pacific for sur-
vivors.
Breaks Vessel

A helicopter piloted by 1st Lt.
Herbert. G. Gates, Kansas City,
Kan., battled 30-kn- ot winds to
pluck 14 Japanese seamen from
the 188-to- n - freighter Handa
Maru. Giant waves broke the
vessel in two.

Japanese Coast Guard vessels
saved eight more sailors from
the freighter, but 10 others were
lost and presumed dead.

The helicopter, flying against
winds twice the strength usually
permitted for copter operation,
hovered only 15 feet above the
white caps to haul one sailor
from the bridge and eight from
the fantail.

The U.S. destroyer Ozbourn,
working in 40-fo- ot waves, res-

cued three men from the Dai
Nin Shinya Maru but another 21
crew members were feared lost.
