Studies of the inheritance of this
disease have now been carried
through as many as 12 genera-
tions of a large family. They
show that 2 out of 4 children
of affected persons will get the
disease. It may show up in mid-
dle life, and then, in the next
16 years or so it will slowly
destroy the poor patient's nerv-
ous system.

Since in this country there are
some 25,000 persons who each
year come down with the dis-

ease, the problems of just find-

ing nursing and hospital care
for them is an enormous one.

Since the disease can
so easily be prevented by warn-
ing the affected persons of what
can happen to children born to
them, it is remarkable that so
far the government has done
nothing to tell these people of
the terrible dangers they face.
