George Wants US
To Take Offensive
In Cold War Effort

Washington —(U.P)—Sen. Wal-
ter F. George said today the
United States should “take the
offensive’” in cold war diploma-
cy. He called for “definite pro-
grams to let the free world know
just where we stand.”

The influential Georgia Demo-
crat, chairman of the Senate
Foreign Relations Committee,
said that “as soon as we can take
a positive position, it will be
better for us and the free world.”

George avoided open criticism
of the State Department or any
of its officials. But his remarks
significantly followed stepped-up
Democratic charges that the de-
partment’s policy planners have
been caught of guard by some
recent world developments.
Planners in Same Rut

Another Senate leader, Chair-
man Richard B. Russell (D-Ga.)
of the Armed Services Commit-
tee, said in an interview that the
department's planners on the
foreign aid program, for example
are “‘in the same old rut.”

Russell told the United Press
he was “amazed” at the depart-
ment's reaction to the reception
given Soviet Premier Nikolai A.
Bulganin and Communist party
boss Nikita S. Khrushchev on
their recent swing through Asia.
He said that affer the Commu-
nist leaders made promises
which may never be filled, “all
our people could do was wave
their arms and talk about spend-
ing more money” in the area.
