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Wor'd Traveler Says

Peopie Have Power
To Bring World Peace

The American people have it!
within their power to bring|
about lasting world peace, ac-
cording to  Harrison Wood,

world traveler and author whol

spoke for Rogue River Valley |

Knife and Fork club last night
at Rogue Valley Country club.

If the people of the United
States would take a definite
stand against Communist aggres-
sion and warn the Russians that
this county will not tolerate any
further aggressive acts,
could be insured, Wood stated.

He said this determination would |

. be backed by this country's
great superiority in atomic pow-
er, in food, arms and oil produc-
tidn.

The speaker said Zhukov,
commissar for national defense
of the USSR, “is the man to
watch in Russia,” and predicted
that the present government in
the Soviet union would end with-
in five years. It will be replac-
ed by a coalition of three great
underground movements now
in Russia, he believes, the coali-
tion to be sponsored by the
Red army with Zhukov at the
top.

Wants One Thing

Wood said Zhukov wants only
one thing, and that is for the
Russians to be allowed to lead
their own lives and to seek the
religion of their choice, and that
he doesn't “want any territory.”
“Pay no attention to Bulganin
or _Khrushchev,” the speaker

added.

The speaker said the Russians
“don't want to be destroyed,”
and know that “we could de-
stroy everything in Russia above
ground, including 75 per cent
of the population, within two
hours if we choose.” He elabor-
ated on the effectiveness of the
H-bomb and said if used, it
would not only *‘destroy us,” but
have a lasting effect on coming
generations.

The speaker said he had re-
cently conferred at some length
with Secretary of State John
Foster Dulles and that Dulles,
“who had been too patient in the
past,”” was now “fed up with
Russia.” 2

China, declared Wood, “is just
a cripple that couldn't estaklish
a first class war with any coun-
t.ry.”

From world politics the
speaker furned to recent scien-
tific advances saying “we have
a remarkable future ahead of
us'" because of research in the
field of silicons and solar en-
ergy. Saying that pure silicon
would “change everything we
use.” Wood stated that while
atomic energy would be useful
in the field of medicine and arm-
ed power, “the sun is greater
than atomic energy” and the
sun's forces would be harnessed
to provide heat, light and en-
ergy for domestic and industrial
uses without “the expense and
danger of atomic power."”

Year of Decision

The speaker closed by saying
that 1856 “is the year of deci-
sion” and warned that unless
the people of the United States
take a definite stand this year
against Communist aggression, it
may be too late.

Answering a question, Wood
stated that while the UN will
eventually succeed in bringing

peace to the world, it is not now
“doing its job” and he advocat-
