Power Surcharge
Refunds Under Study

Salem — (UR) — The Oregon
State Supreme Court was to take
up the surcharge refund case to-
day. Since all cases dealing with
the surcharge are similar the
court will consider them on a
combined basis.

The hearing grew out of an
appeal from the public utilities
commissioner's ruling that cus
tomers were not entitled to re-
funds of surcharges paid during
the power “brownout” in the
fall of 1951 and early winter of
1952.

Certain customers of each of
the major power companies in
Oregon have filed for refunds of
the 20 and 11 per cent surcharges
imposed at that time.
