crats against overconfidence dur-
ing the forthcoming election
campaign, took his own advice
to heart today.

Stevenson, now fouring Cali-
fornia in an attempt to win
the state’s 68 Democratic con-
vention votes in the June 5 pri-
mary, made the most of every
chance to meet local party lead-
ers and the publie. _

' this afternoon with key North-

ern California campaign sup-
porters; and later with 250 labor
representatives,

Tonight he will speak at a
box supper at Bay Meadows race
track in San Mateo.

He’s Available

The former governor of Illinois
carried out a similar schedule
in Oakland yesterday and last
night. In a speech at QOakland
Auditorium he told an audience
of 3,600 an open secret:

“I seek the presidency of the
United States.

“I do not say I am qualified.
Anyone who says he is, lacks

“But I am available.”

In an earlier address to 150
labor leaders at the AFL-CIO
Labor Temple, Stevenson issued
his warning about overconfi-
dence:

“Our situation in the party
is not as easy as it might seem.”
he said. “From what I have
observed so far on my current
trip, possibly there is too much
confidence in the party. I'm
afraid it is not justified."

Federal Mediators AtfemptTo Break Electric Strike

Washington — (U.P) — Federal
mediators tried again today to
brezk the deadlock in the 110-
day old Westinghouse Eleciric
Corp. strike.

Company and union negotia-
tors met with Federal Mediation

Director Joseph F. Finnegan to
continue talks that were trans-
ferred from Pittsburgh Wednes-
day. Finnegan told reporters
after meeting separately with
each side for more than five
hours Wednesday that ‘‘some
contract language had been dis-
cussed. But he refused {o say
whether any progress had been
made.

Indications were that the lan-
guage discussed did not concern
the main obstacle to ending the
strike, It was understood that
still t{rying to move the dispute
off what one informant called
“‘dead center.”

Consider Meeting

Finnegan said he would de-
cide today whether to try to
bring both sides info a joint
meeting. He said, “we’ll see
which way we can make the
most money”—a reference to
progress, rather than wages.

Finnegan said he did not know
how long he would continue the
Washington talks.

“When and if we feel there
is a sufficient basis established
for continuing negotiations be-
tween both parties,” he said, the
peace talks will move back to
Pittsburgh or Philadelphia,

The main issues in the dispute
are the company's demand for
a five-year contract, its wage
offer and its plans for a time
study at its plants. The striking
AFL-CIO electrical workers un-
ion is holding out for a settle-
ment on wages under its present
contract, which expires in a

vear. The union also claims that
the Westinghouse five-year con-
tract offer is not as good as the
one signed with General Electric
Co. last year.
