Eden had nofed last week in
brushing aside Bulganin's sug-
gestion for a 20-year non-ag-
gression pact with Britain that
Russia had denounced a similar
treaty only last year. g

called the lower-level diplomat-
ic conference with France. Mr.
Eisenhower and Eden also an-
nounced they would “favorably
consider” any moves to increase
the number of truce guards be-
tween Israel and the Arab states.
