Get Tax Exemptions
Disabled war veterans and

war widows must apply by April
I' for state property tax exemp-
tions, the Oregon department of
veteran's affairs has announced

Those entitled are exempt
$7,500 of the true cash value of
the property. Application is filed
with the county assessor.

Those entitled to the exemp
tion are veterans of all wars in
cluding the Korean conflict who
have disabilities' of 40 per cent
or more, certified by the veter
ans administration, or a branch
of the armed forces, regardless
of income; war veterans 40 per
cent or more disabled certified
by their physician and the coun
ty health officer, provided they
received no more than $2,500
gross income in the past calen-
der year; unremarried widows of
veterans of any war, regardless
of ' income; and all veterans of
the Indian,. Mexican or Spanish-America- n

wars, regardless of dis-

ability or amount of income.
Further information is avail-

able from county assessors.
