(8) “State Inspector" includes any
person authorized by the State De-
partment or Agriculture to inspect
and perform duties relating to this
order, i

(8} “Certified planting stock” means
mint roots from fields certified to
be free from the listed disease organ-
isms, insects and pests by a County

or State I ector or approved of-
ficial of another state or of the Unit-
ed States.

Section 2. Each mint grower with-
in the control area s notify the
county or state inspector in writing,
of all mint fields under his owner-
ship, control or supervision on or
before the 15th day of July of each
year, Upon receiving such notice, or
at any time during' the year, the
county or state inspector may in-
spect each mint field to determine
whether any disease organism, or
insect are found therein.

Section 3. A request to have a
field of mint or mint roots certified
as to freedom from disease organism,
and the insect must be filed with the
Director of Agriculiure at Salem,
Oregon, not later than July 15th pre-
vious to the proposed selection of
plant material.

Section 4. Any County or State
Inspector shall have the following
duties and responsibilities:

(1} Supervise, inspect, select and
control at destination, the importa-
tion of new mint planting stock, be-
fore or after it is planted. He must
prohibit its being planted if evidence
of the listed diseases, and the insect
are present. ; .

(2] He must reject the entire lot
of roots if more than !5 of 19 show
evidence of Root Knot nematode,
Mceloidogyne sp.

(3) Prior to August 1, 1956 he must
reject all planting stock from outside
the control area not properly clean-
ed of adhering soil.

Section 5. No person shall import
into the conirol area any mint roots
except certified planting stock. Any
such stock imported shall bear the
signed certfification of a County or
State Inspector makin the in-
spection to the effect that ha has
made an inspection of the field where
such roots were grown during the
growing season immediately preced-
ing the date such roots were dug,
that he found no evidence that suc
field or roots were infested with any
of the listed disease organisms and
the insect.

(1) Prior to August 1, 1856 in lieu
of certification as to freedom from
mint flea beetles, the planting stock
from outside the control area shall
be so collected or washed go as fo re-
n}m.'e_]all adhering chunks and masses
of soil.

Section 6. On or befors September
15th of each year the Department will
notify the mint growers who have re-
quested field certification whether the
said fields can be certified free from
listed insect and disease organisms.

Section 7. If a County or State In-
spector finds that any mint plant,
root or field within the control area
is infested with any listed disease
organisms or insect, he shall by writ-
ten order deliver or mailed to the
mint grower or owner, order the con-
trol and eradication of such infesta-
tion. Control and eradication methods
used must be those approved by the
Oregon Experiment Station or the
Department. No person, mint grower
or owner upon whom any such order
iz served, shall fail  neglect or refuse
to undertake to eradicate and control
such infestation according to the
terms ‘of the order.

Section 8. Written approval, auth-
ity and permission must first be se-
cured from a County or State In-
spector beiore planting stock is select-
ed and used from:

(1) Any part or portion of a field
known to be infested in part with
any of the listed disease organism
and the insect.

i2) Any field which has been subject
to an order as provided for in Section
(7) and which order has not been re-
voked or lifted by a County or State
Inspectior or the Depariment.

Section 9. From and after the date
ah order creating a control area be-
comes finally effective, no person shall
violate, in whole or in part, any pro-
vision of such order (ORS 570.410).
Viclation of ORS 570410...is punish-
able, upon conviction. by a fine not
to excesd $100.00 (Chap 168, 1955).
