University of Alabama Monday
night announced its intention of
appealing the "Autherine Lucy
case" to the U. S. Supreme
Court.

Attorney Andrew Thomas
said the university definitely in-

tends to try to overthrow a fed-
eral district court decision under
which it was forced to admit its
first Negro student.
Separate Action

The appeal is a separate ac-

tion, however, from two federal
suits, brought by the student,

Autherine Lucy, protest-
ing her exclusion from the cam-
pus because of danger of further
mob violence.

The university trustees barred
her from further classes after
three days of rioting last week,
saying she would be reinstated
as soon as officials feel it would
be safe to do so.

When she brought dual suits
for immediate reinstatement and
for full use of campus facilities
the university declared it would
leave the question of her return
to class entirely to the couFts.

A hearing is set for Feb. 29.
Thomas said the university

will . appeal the basic decision,
handed down last fall by Federal
District Judge Hobart Grooms,
under which Miss Lucy was ad-
mitted at first.

The decision was upheld Dec.
30 by the : U.S. Fifth Circuit
Court of Appeals. Thomas said
it was the university's intention
from the start to appeal to the
U.S. Supreme Court in this
event.
University Granted Injunction

Grooms granted the univer-
sity an injunction barring Miss
Lucy from class until final de-
termination of the case by the
Supreme Court and the Circuit
Court of Appeals upheld the in

Police said they learned of a
telephone call in which Mrs.
Cook told the man she had a
"nice one for you this time."
Mrs. Cook arranged for . the
"date" "and Miss Stacey to meet
at the Cook apartment for a
drink before their tryst, police
said. '

Shortly after the couple left
the Cook apartment for a $20-a-da- y

suite in the nearby Sulgrave
hotel, police launched raids on
the hotel suite and Mrs. Cook's
apartment.

A few hours later police also
arrested Frederick Rosenberg,
26, who they said was living
with Mrs. Cook. He was charged
with living off the proceeds . of
prostitution and with possession
of narcotics.

Mrs. Cook was. booked for
procuring and Miss Stacey for
"loitering for purposes of prosti-
tution." Police said Mrs. Cook
was arranging for a number of
girls.

For
example, a heavy down-

pour with a temperature of 9

degrees above freezing, is un-

likely to release more than one-thir-d

of an inch of snow water.
But it's another matter entirely
when such a heavy rain is ac-

companied by a w a r m wind.

and if the ground is frozen, per-
haps . a flood.

During the bitter cold of north-
ern winters, the snow of course
is a wonderful insulator to plant
life and to the earth to. say
nothing of hibernating animals.

Klamath Falls '(U.R) Coro-
ner George H. Adler said today
that Edison Duffy, 50, whose
body was found a mile" and a
half north of here last week-en- d

by two young boys, had been
shot in the head.

Duffy's frozen body was
found at the bottom of a 25-fo- ot

embankment alongside Highway
97. It had been there several
days.

(29 feet).

Although some snow is light
and fluffy and may take up to
15 .inches to melt down to an
inch of water, another sleety,
crystalline snow may take less
than IVz inches to melt down to
an inch. Averaged, about 10
inches of snow make one inch
of water. Hence, the 884 inches
represented 88.4 inches of rain,
perhaps more because the Sierra
pack tends to run heavy.
FewSpots Free of Snow

From Mexico northward, few
spots in America do not have
a one-inc- h cover of snow for at
least two days of the year al-

though about one-fift- h of the
U.S. is not subject to regular

'snowfalls. Roughly, this snow-les- s

area lies south of a line
which runs across from Raleigh
(mid-Nort- h Carolina) to Birm-

ingham (central Alabama) to San
Antonio (south central Texas),
and thence along the Mexican
border to almost the Pacific
coast where it veers northward
sharply to Eureka (northwestern
California).

Ignoring mountain peaks,
north of this line the depth of
the snowfall rises steadily up to
about 140 inches at Fort William,
Ontario, near the U.S.-Cana-

border. Thereafter, it tends to
taper off until it reaches the
Arctic where no more than 50
inches fall. Farther north, near
the North Pole, there is still

. less.
Again omitting the mountain

peaks, the longest snowbound
area is in Yellowstone Park
where the snow lies on the
ground for fully half the year;
but in northern Canada, on Baf-
fin Island, the snow cover may
last IOV2 to 11 months, even at
sea level. Parts of Greenland,
of course, have perpetual snow,
forming glaciers.
