Cancer on the Face
A woman just wrote “A place
came on my face which seemed
to be only a scab. I got rid of it

worried.”

She should be worried, be-
cause this is the typical story of
a little skin eancer which should
promptly be removed. Many old
persons neglect such a little ul-

cer for years. When I was a
young man in California I saw
many an old rancher or his wife
who came down from the moun-
tains with one of these ulcers on
the face bigger than a silver dol-
In many cases the only reason
why the person came for- {reat-
ment was that the thing had be-
gun to eat into the nose or lower
eyelid or the ear. Sometimes
these so-called “rodent ulcers”
would grow so slowly that there
was no extension into the lymph
nodes under the jaw or in the
neck. Then the lesion could be
cut out and the resultant hole
could be covered with a skin
graft. When cancer cells had
spread from the ulcer into the
Iymph nodes of the neck the pa-
tient was faced with a serious
situation.

All persons who have a little
scabby lesion on the face that
doesn’t heal should go right off
to a doctor, and perhaps prefer-
ably to a skin specailist, because
he has the necessary equipment
to burn the thing off in 30 sec-
onds. Offen he uses very hot
blue sparks that come out of an
electric apparatus, He will first
inject some procaine under the
lesion so that the patient will
not feel any pain. In the last 15
vears I must have had a half-
dozen of these things burned off
my own face, Obviously, one
must go especially quickly when
the ulcer starts on or near the
nose, an ear or an eyelid.

So far as I know, there is only
one nice thing about these little
lesions and this is the conviction
some statistically-minded physi-
cians have that if a man (or
woman) has little cancers on his

Brifain Says Russia
Increasing Tension

London —{U.R}— Britain for-
mally accused the Soviet Union
yvesterday of inecreasing tension
by meddling in the Middle East.

The Soviet statement yester-
day calling the recent Eden-Eis-
enhower statement a threat to
peace in the Middle East “has
given an entirely false picture
of the Washington decisions,” a
Foreign Office spokesman said.

The Moscow statement yester-
day accused’ President Eisen-
hower and Prime Minister Sir
Anthony Eden of creating “a
threat to peace” in the Middle
East. It said the situation devel-
oping in that region *is clearly
connected with the security of
the Soviet Union.”

It also said the Kremlin would
consider the sending of British
and American troops to the Mid-
east a threat to peace and an
object of “legitimate concern.”
