Washington — {UR) — A cen-
fury ago the political pot was
boiling, even as it is today.

He
Harman Nichols didn’t much
give a hoot what happened, He
and his wife, Jane Appleton
Pierce, always allowed that
they hadn’f wanted to be the top
people in the nation, anyhow.

Pierce's regime was unfortun-
ate. fe had alienated the North
by stern enforcement of the Fu-
gitive Slave act, a hot issue in
the long back. Turned out, on
account of the president’s pres-
sure, that abolitionists and pro-
slavery immigranfs rolled into
Kansas and crossed flintlocks.
Considerable blood was spilled.
Buchanan Nominated

Pierce-had but a few months
to linger on scene here and was
wearing a sort of what-the-heck
look. So James Buchanan got
the nomination on the democrat-
ie side. He, like Pierce, was what
the politicos of the day called a
“dough face.” That tag was put
upon northern politicians who
had a chest full of sympathy for
the South.

James Buchanan’s opponent
was John C. Fremont, the first
man ever to seek the presidency
under the Republican banner:
Hecord Serves Him

Buchanan had fried for 12
years to get a nod from the Demo-
cratic party. This time his rec-
ord stood him good—the Penn-
sylvania state legislature, time
in Congress, a U.S. senator, min-
ister to Russia and Great Brit-
ain, Secretary of State. Also the
fact he had been out of the coun-
try long enough to keep from
getting singed politically,
