Major accidents occur here
about once everyv 30 minutes,
day and night. It's not considered
sportmg to count the millions of
near misses, thousands of crum-
pled fenders and hundreds of
smashed headlights that occur
daily.

Boy and fender workers are
the new kings of industry in
Tokyo, and they work with
amazing speed and skill. The
scars of batfle are so beauti-
fully camouflaged that the un-
suspecting passenger enters the
shiny little cars with a com-
pletely false sense of security.

Traffic fatalities in Tokyo
average two a day, but no sta-
tistics are available on the per-
manent after-affects—shattered
nerves, niiscarriages, high blood
pressure and stomach disorders
suffered by passengers and pe-
destrians alike.

An attempt was made to en-
courage safe driving in Tokyo
by awarding citations to those
taxi drivers who fulfilled certain
good driving requirements. So
far only three per cent of the
city’s hundreds of drivers have
qualified for the award.

The most important — and
overworked—part of every taxi
is the horn, next important are
the brakes, and the most expend-
able items are the passengers.

Psychologists would be amazed
