Psychological Tesl

Tells 'Horse Sense'
Berkeley, Calif . 4J.R) A new

psychological test has been de-

veloped to ' measure "horse
sense" in mentally ill patients.

The scientist who developed
the test is Dr. Frank X. Barron,
an associate research psycholo-
gist at the University of Califor-
nia. He calls it a test of "ego
strength," which he says is
roughly equivalent to "horse
sense.'! The test was devised to
free psychiatrists from treating
persons unlikely to respond to
psychotHerapy.

Dr Barron desribes a person
with a high level of ego strength
in this way: .
