Portland A record harvest
of more than 14.CG0 big game
animals came from tree farms in
Western Oregon and Washington
in 1955, the Industrial Forestry
association has reported.

Not only did the 115,000
hunters who visited the tax-payin- g

tree farms take their largest
kill, but they were the best be-
haved group of nimrods, said W.
D. Hagenstein, managing direc-
tor of IFA.

Accurate checks made by 74
industrial tree farms in the Doug-
las fir region of the two states
covering 4,266,298 acres, dis-
closed 107,516 hunters bagged
11,344 deer, 1,439 elk, 384 bear
and one mountain goat, for a
total of 13,168 big game animals.
Hagenstein said a projection of
these figures to cover the re-

maining 300,000 acres of indus-
trial tree farms not reporting
raised the take to 14,089 big
game animals, and the total num-
ber of nimrods using tree farms
to 115,042.

Only four forest fires were di-

rectly traceable to hunters, Ha-

genstein said, as he praised
hunters for their cooperation
with tree farmers.

Forty -- four tree farmers re-

ported hunters respect for prop-
erty, cooperation with foresters,
and general good conduct had im- -'

proved, while only 30 tree farm-
ers could see no change in the
attitude of a minority of hunters
who still insist on ill treating
roads, signs, and other property.
Dual Capacity

Hagenstein said the tremen-dousTiarve- st

of big game animals
is further proof of the dual ca-

pacity of tree farms as producers
of both timber and game. He
said big game population was on
the upswing on tree farms where
managed forestry insures a ro-

tating area of land perpetually
in good game browse.

Complaints from tree farmers
of hu-i':s- rs who violate their role
as gussts include extensive de-
struction o gates and fences pro-
tecting dirt roads from car traf-
fic during rainy season. Mali-
cious damage includes destroying
signs, shooting up gas tanks,
headlights on equipment, section
line markers and direction signs.

There were some thieves
among hunters who stole every
thing from gasoline, after shoot
ing locks off gas tanks, to tools
and some' hunter poured water
into powersaw gas tanks after
emptying the gas. One tree farm
er reports annual damage to dirt
roads on his tree farm runs as
high as $10,000. '
