No Cure for Scatiered Cancer
‘ (Continued from yesterday)

When, as so commonly hap-
pens, a man tells me that if a
al medicine were to be found
B by a lavman
we doctors
would not use
it, I tell him
what is true:
That we have
always obtain-
ed most of our
drugs {from
laymen. Let
us take for ex-
walter Alvarez ample the
sulfa drugs., The first one was
discovered by a chemist in Eu-
rope. The day we doctors learn-
ed of its great usefulness, we
began to prescribe it, and soon
physicians zll over the world
started begging for it. Similarly,
penicillin was discovered, not by
a practicing physician, but by
a bacteriologist working in his
little laboratory. As soon as the
substance was purified and test-
ed and rnade available commer-
cially, every physician in the
world was prescribing it, and
it had to be made in huge quan-
tities.

Recently a drug manufacturer
heard that there was something
curative in a snake root remedy
used for centuries in India. His
chemists worked with it until
they got out the essential sub-
stance, and within a few months
this was being used by doctors
all over the world as one of their
favorite drugs. I could go on to
show how most of the drugs we
physicians have grabbed onto
quickly in the past have come
from men who never practiced
medicine.

Long Delay Crazy Idea

Another crazy idea people
have is that if a quack some-
where were to discover a cure
for cancer it might be years be-
fore it was investigated by the
medical profession or by the
Government and recognized as
valuable. This again, is silly.
When sick people start flocking
to a quack or anyone anywhere,
several investigators for differ-
ent medical and government
groups go immediately to see if
the fellow has anything. For
instance; years ago when two
perfectly honest and reputable
American doctors thought they
