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ALLERGY IN INFANTS
AND CHILDREN

In a recent number of Mod-
ern Medicine, Dr. Norman C.
Clein, of Seattle, noted that al-

lergic troubles are common in
infants and children. The mani-
festation usually seen is a rash
on the face or perhaps body: The

eczema. With this there
is likely to be vomiting, intes-
tinal colic, gas, diarrhea, consti-
pation, asthma or a

hay-feve- r.

Probably the commonest cause
of trouble in infants is cow's
milk. If only mothers would
nurse their infants as the Good
Lord intended them to do they
could save their infants from
much distress and sometimes a
life-tim- e of suffering from aller-
gic disease.

Dr. Clein went over the rec-
ords of 216 infants suffering
from cow's milk allergy and
found 43 per cent had eczema;
38 per cent had spasm of the
outlet of the stomach, with vom-
iting; 31 per cent had severe
colic; 23 per cent had diarrhea;
19 per cent were constantly un-
comfortable and fretty; 17 per
cent were coughing, wheezing,
choking and gagging; 13 per
cent seemed always to have a
cold in the nose; 6 per cent had
an obstinate constipation; 7 per
cent had asthma, and 3 per cent
had enough sense to refuse to
take the milk that was causing
all their misery. There were four
children who became toxic,
apathetic and seriously ill.

Although 1 in 15 babies be-
comes allergic to cow's milk, to-

day the fad is to put every in-

fant on the bottle. One can hard-

ly imagine any procedure more
illogical.
